This summer institute comprised of two courses is a unique opportunity to synthesize ideas and practices in the areas of peace and conflict studies, human rights education, and storytelling. Central themes include how power, identity, and knowledge are negotiated through story and storytelling – in ways that can be harmful, or promote a culture of peace, social justice, and human rights. These courses focus on the role of storytelling in these processes. Storytelling is broadly defined to encompass a range of narrative forms, including personal and fictional stories. Course includes a number of guest storytellers who share their stories, storytelling techniques, personal experiences, and music.
